IV. Main Street Managers Report
Figas reviewed the report and noted that there was a large increase in web usage from March to April. 
 V. Old Business 

A. Gardens of Millvale – Figas introduced Amy Rappa as the committee chairperson of the newly formed Gardens of Millvale Group. Figas presented Ms. Rappa’s Introduction letter and said she is working diligently to make sure the group is organized. Ms. Rappa explained her commitment and love of gardening.
B.  Community Oven – Figas reviewed pictures as attached to the agenda. The Directors expressed their interest and Figas mentioned that he was waiting to hear from a designer of the ovens. Mikelas suggested contacting Don Walsh of BreadWorks as he is experienced in outdoor oven baking.  
C. Mill Bills - Figas said he wanted to make sure this idea was not forgotten, but that the numerous other projects had put this on the backburner for the time being.            

 VI. New Business 

A. Garden Info meeting, May 5, 6 pm (MCC) – Figas submitted a letter detailing the meeting and urged all Directors to attend.  
B. Rain Barrel info – Pucci explained the purpose of the rain barrel and the potential it has to divert water from Girty’s run. Figas said he felt grants may be available. The Directors were very supportive of these proposed initiatives. 
C. Bike Racks info - Figas presented information on bike rack possibilities and mentioned that at some point the Borough would need to address the bike rack issue if trail traffic would begin coming into the Borough.
D. Web Advertising – Figas presented the new rates for web and newsletter advertising as attached to the docket.
XI. Committee Reports

Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

Figas explained the Focus Group created the Gardens of Millvale Group and organized the SUPER BIG yard sale,

B.
Clean, Safe and Green:
Figas presented to the Board the press clippings from the announcement of the Allegheny Grows Program. Figas then told the Directors the program was very exciting for the Borough.
Figas explained the CleanSweep preparation was well under way and that volunteers were being finalized.

Figas also talked about the CleanSweep projects including the possibility of painting trash cans.

Figas explained that Façade guidelines were being reviewed.
D. Economic Restructuring:
Figas told the Directors that the Allegheny Grows program was funded for $19,000 in Millvale.
Figas spoke about the progress at the GAPP, explaining it was near a point were it could be used by the public.

Pucci told the Directors that a sale for the Walters property was being negotiated and that the Board may have to vote by email on accepting the property, Figas and Porter asked Directors to be aware.

Figas asked members to consider volunteering for 2010 events.

F.
Promotion:

· Figas explained a sponsorship guide was prepared for the Brew Fest and that he was negotiating with 3 potential sponsors.
· Figas talked about the SUPER BIG yard sale explaining that businesses and residents are getting involved and that the Borough is organizing the event. Figas asked the Directors to pass the word.
· Figas said that the May newsletter would begin development.

· Figas spoke about the possibility of a Millvale Art Celebration presenting a few scenarios. Figas said this was something Porter wanted to see for a number of years and that he was excited to begin planning the event.

· Harvest Moon Wine Festival, John Kelly who is heading up the planning committee for the event presented the information he has gathered. The biggest issue is that wineries want to sell bottles and cases and Kelly asked for approval before proceeding. Pucci and Porter said they would discuss it at the Council meeting. Mikelas said she has been in charge of a wine event that is a fundraiser for Hearth; she said the event now raises over $65,000. Kelly asked if she would help and she said she would and said it was a great idea.
