Figas reviewed his March report highlighting web stats...
Figas also presented an Article on Zoning.
V. Old Business 

A. Draai Laag Brewing proposes to lease the ‘Bagel Shop” for $400 per month. – Figas explains that a former resident of the Borough is interested in bringing a nano brewery to Millvale. The brewery will brew artesian beers with a special process developed by the brewers which cuts down the length of brewing time. Figas continued that the brewer’s financial plan had limited operating costs as the brewers were keeping their current jobs as the brewery is started. The brewery asked to lease the space for $400 per month which Figas said was $400 less than the last leaser. Atkinson asked if the brewery had its licensing in place, Figas said most was however a brewery was needed for final approval. Wolovich said he felt the idea was a good one and would continue to set Millvale apart from other communities with another unique business. Kelly expressed concern over the amount asking if the space was marketed, Pucci said it was not actively marketed for leasing but that the building has been on the market for sale for years without being sold. Walker said he felt the idea was good and if their was not another opportunity for a better lease to go with the unique business. Porter asked if the brewer knew the building was for sale, Figas and Pucci explained they told the brewer the possibility existed that the building could be sold during their lease, the brewer understood. Galioto liked the idea but was concerned about the low terms. Atkinson asked if the brewer had insurance, Figas said he would confirm but that he felt it was required. After further discussion the Directors decided to offer the space for $400 per month with an increase of $25 per quarter, the property would also be listed for sale with a 60 day notice if the building was sold. Other components include required insurance, no guarantee on building usage, first option to buy and a security deposit.

C. *Bike Sculpture – Attached – Figas explained he had met with a sculptor about the creation of a large scale piece for the entrance to Millvale – the cost for the piece could be as much as $100,000. The sculptor is suggesting creating a small piece and portfolio to aid in seeking grants and funding, the cost would be $1,000. The Directors suggested talking about the project more when the Pen Dot project becomes clearer.
D. *Summer Garden Intern – Figas said a free intern from the University of Pittsburgh was available to aid the GOM volunteer coordinator. The Directors approved.
E. Civic Arena Auction, Total Purchased: $6,066.50 Figas and Pucci presented a list of items purchased from an auction at the Civic Arena, items were outdoor furniture and trash receptacles, Pucci asked the MBDC to pay for ½ the purchase or $3,033.25. The Directors agreed.
