III. Approval of Minutes

IV. Main Street Managers Report
Figas reviewed the July report and highlighted the large increase in web site patronage.
 V. Old Business 

A. Community Oven – Figas explained to the Directors that Schmitz and Kelly had purchased the design documents for the oven from oven crafters. Figas said bricks were needed to construct the oven and that at this point that was the biggest hurdle.

B. Rain Barrels, Figas told the Directors that several barrels would be purchased as part of the Allegheny Grows program. The barrels would be placed on the garden and sunflower site. 
C. Bike Racks – Figas told directors that Red Star was working on a design for bike racks that would be specific to Millvale.
D. Mill Bill’s – Figas noted the Mill Bill’s project has been put on hold as the numerous summer projects had taken precedent.

E. Bike Sculpture- Figas relayed that the sculptor is not available until late fall.
 VI. New Business 
A. Gardens of Millvale – Figas told the Directors the GOM would like to offer canning classes of variant skill levels. Figas explained the classes would have an up front cost of up to $375 for equipment. Figas explained that classes would have fees and that eventually the upfront cost should be repaid if the classes are a success. Kelly mentioned that a reporter from the Post Gazette contacted him about doing a story on the Gardens. 
Motion Schmitz made to expend up to $400 for canning classes.

B. Science of Stormwater – Figas presented an article on the Science of Stormwater. The article discussed green infrastructure in relation to stormwater.
C. GTECH Grant – Figas explained that GTECH strategies had approached him about working jointly on a grant to the Heinz Endowment Summer Youth Philanthropy Internship program. The grant would enable a rain garden or gardens to be built through the grant. The specific point of the grant addresses stormwater issues through cooperation. Figas presented a letter of support which was sent to GTECH.
D. Wokutch Auto Monthly Lease – Figas explained that a phone vote was conducted on July 14. The following Directors voted in favor of allowing Wokutch to lease MBDC property @ Ohio & Evergreen on a month to month lease for a minimum of $200 per month:

a. Pucci and Figas called Directors to determine if the Directors supported leasing the property.

b. Initial conversation indicated the original lease proposal of $100 was to low. Galioto mentioned her garages were rented for a higher cost, Kelly felt $250 was fair and Trapani supported the $200+ fee and said it should be a month to month lease, finally Hahn commented that they rent a lot for $300 per month.
