Figas reviewed his November report discussing new format, web numbers and ARTEZ highlights.
 V. Old Business 

A. River Towns Assessment – Figas and Pucci reviewed the assessment process which had an initial meeting in November. Figas indicated information that was gathered had been sent to the consultants. Pucci stated that a meeting was planned for January 29, 9 am – Noon the site has not been decided.
B. Community Improvements – Figas mentioned that a few ideas had been presented and that he would consult the Directors with a specific list of options.

C. Rain Garden Grant Award – Figas told directors that the Borough was awarded a grant from the Heinz Endowments to install a Rain Garden in Millvale. Figas explained how a rain garden would work and what the benefits would be to Millvale. Figas also discussed the proposed timeline which would begin in spring and culminate in the fall with construction.

D. Green Initiative 2011 Schedule- Figas presented the Focus Group Green Initiative schedule  

       for 2011. Figas highlighted the speakers which would be hosted during the year.

VI. New Business 

A. Volunteer Event – Figas said he has begun working on the volunteer event which he had tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, February 23, 2011. Figas also mentioned highlighting a specific volunteer. Porter asked Figas to organize the event and be prepared to present details at the January 2011 meeting. 
B. MSM 2011 Goals – Figas announced that he had reworked his goals for 2011. Figas stated the goals had been reworked to take into account the new responsibilities the MS program is encompassing.

C. 2011 Borough Event Calendar – Figas presented a working copy of the 2011 Borough Calendar. Figas stated that the calendar was a work in progress and would be fine tuned over the next few weeks. Figas also touched on a conflict with Election Day.
D. MBDC 2010 Attendance – Figas reviewed the MBDC attendance sheet which listed all Directors attendance for 2010 – Figas asked Directors to consider their status for 2011. Figas also said he was pleased with the overall attendance of 65% and no meetings lost to lack of quorums.
E. Non-Agenda Item- – Porter introduced Ed Haser, Sr. Porter related he has been working with Haser and Shaler to allow Haser to build on property he owns off of Evergreen Road. The building would be located in Shaler however the current location of Haser would be sold to Wokutch Auto providing much needed parking. Also, construction could possibly benefit the new development scheduled for Ohio and Evergreen.
