X. Main Street Managers Report
Figas reviewed his December report reviewing the new 2011 Goals and volunteer stats, no questions concerning his December report.
Figas also presented a NY Times article on small businesses.

Figas provided information on the proposed Fruit Tree Foundation Grant.
XI. Old Business
Figas reviewed volunteer event which has been scheduled for February 23 at the MCC. Figas indicated he was interested in providing diner and a gift to all volunteers. Figas also indicated a special recognition award may be given. Figas asked for help in planning the event and Kelly, Galioto, Pucci and Trapani volunteered.
Figas explained that he is reworking the Mill Bills program to a more dynamic marketing program. 

Pucci told the Directors the River Town Update meeting was still scheduled for February 12, at 9 am. Pucci asked all Directors to attend and contribute to the discussion.

XII. New Business
Figas provided the Directors with a summary of the proposed Window program. Figas explained the program was designed similarly to a program in San Francisco and provided an article on another program in Seattle. Figas explained that the program would involve artist doing displays in abandoned or empty storefronts. Figas provided potential costs for the program and discussed insurance as a concern. Pucci added that the program should expand beyond the current MainStreet borders as described by the Commonwealth. Porter explained that the DCED mandated the current size on the Millvale program. Pucci indicated since the DCED was no longer funding the Millvale program that it could and should provide assistance beyond the traditional borders. The directors agreed that not only should the window program expand but the overall MainStreet program should encompass the entire community. Kelly spoke about bringing in the glass center for displays and Galioto discussed aiding current businesses that did not have good windows. Overall the Directors were positive and wanted Figas to provide additional info on the program assuming it would be instituted.

Pucci indicated no Façade money has been received form the Commonwealth for three years, Pucci added that with the current turnover in Government additional funding was not likely. Also, discussed was lack of funds for Elm Street. Figas then pitched the possibility of initiating an in-house façade program. Figas mentioned the possibility of awarding a total of $2,000 in total façade grants in 2011. The Directors were receptive. Kelly asked about the possibility of seeking grants to subsidize the cost to the MBDC. Figas said that grants are possible but that a program must be devised in order to seek grants. Figas will provide additional information to the Directors in February.

Figas told the Directors that their was an opportunity to purchase Rainbarrels through Grow Pittsburgh for a price of $100. Figas asked if there was interest which their was, Figas said he will pursue the barrels.
