IV. Committee Reports


A.
Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

The Borough engineer has finalized a scope of work for the concrete pad located in the GAPP, the engineer has also received prices form local contractors, which were considered high at $36 and 28,000. Figas said the prices were high and Pucci added that because of the high price tag the project would have to be bid more than likely. Figas added that the County might be willing to increase their commitment to a small degree. Wolovich stated that he had received concrete prices from local proprietors and asked about volunteer installation, Pucci said the bid process would still be used as long as the price of the concrete was more than $10,000. Porter said Council recently stopped Borough staff from doing work and intimated that the possibility exists that council would not want the work completed by volunteers. 
Muto suggested getting input from Council concerning prices and a volunteer and Borough workforce.

Figas indicated the Focus Group would meet July 14.

B.
Promotion:

Design:

Figas indicated the State audit was progressing well but said the PA Downtown center had not filled the Western PA representative and that not having the position fulfilled is slowing things down.

      D.
Organization:

The Brew Fest tickets will be on sale this week. 
Figas explained the Brew Festival was canceled because of other events, he stated that it would be considered again for next year.


      E.
Economic Restructuring:
Figas explained that Barry Stein a local property owner and regional businessperson indicated in a phone conversation on July 07 was interested in an option on the Borough property located at 103/5 Evergreen. Figas asked Stein to fax or email an option for discussion at the MBDC meeting. Figas read the email received from Stein, which asked for an option but did not include any specifics nor did it include a purchase price. Porter asked that all comments about property be treated with respect to property owners and potential buyers. Miller suggested asking Stein to pay $25,000 for a 120-day option. Porter indicated the concern is that Stein or other potential suitors were looking at the property as a holding and not for immediate development; Miller stated that, that was exactly why a limited option could work for the Borough. Kelly explained that several years ago the Design committee l contacted hotel corporations and hospitals about the property, Kelly also suggested that the CMU robotics center could  be a good partner or in need of a hotel. 
Muto felt that the MBDC needed more information from Stein to consider the option. The Board agreed.

      F.
Clean, Safe and Green:
Figas said the first two pick-ups were well attended but as always more volunteers were needed. Figas announced a partnership for the August clean-up with the North Hills Community Outreach, in August the pick-up will focus on cigarette buts which will be showcased at Millvale Days. Figas also indicated that a graffiti clean-up was in the works for September or October. 
Muto asked about liter signs to which Kelly indicated a need, Pucci asked Schaffer if the State provided signs and he responded he did not think so. Pucci said she would look into signs.
