III. Approval of Minutes

IX. Committee Reports

A.
Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

· Figas told the Directors the group is working with Lloyd McBride Senior Center to participate in the National Night Out.

· Figas told the Directors an emergency management page for the web site was completed. Figas also told the Directors that there was a spike in web site usage on the days before, during and the day of the heavy rains. Pucci also explained the new siren system the Borough is implementing.

B.   Clean, Safe and Green:
· Figas told the Directors G-Tech is considering the Butler street lots as a potential for fall canola planting.

· Figas reviewed Millvale Matters participation in the July 18 PickUp;
· McCarthy Park: Remove graffiti from play apparatus, tear down pavilion, re-mulch site and general clean up of area. 

· Library: Aid in library renovation including debris removal, interior building deconstruction, clearing yard debris. 

· Storefront Cleaning: window cleaning and general storefront maintenance. 

· Kitmans Dinette Painting: Painting boards covering damaged windows to match the buildings existing color. 

· Recycling Awareness: Passing out recycling literature.

· Drain Medallion Installation: Installing please do not dump medallions near sewers – done by gluing medallion to street. 

· General Clean Sweep

· Butler Street lots: raking out debris, removal of large rocks and weeding. 

· Ohio/Grant Mulching

· Sign Painting (brew fest, FarmStand)
C.   Design:

· Figas told the Directors the Design Committee was revising standards and application.

· Figas said a new Façade Fund application was being submitted.
D.   Economic Restructuring:
· Pucci gave the K-Walters update explaining that Penn Dot was still considering the Borough plan to expand the site. Pucci expressed optimism that the project would be approved once the right of way was granted; Pucci also said Dunkin Donuts was still interested.
· Pucci updated the Directors on the Evergreen / Ohio property saying the negotiations were ongoing.
· Figas said the Membership drive has taken in $31,250 from 26 businesses surpassing the 2006 drive...
   
E.   Promotion:
· Figas told the Directors tickets were available for the Brew Festival.

· Figas told the Directors the Millvale Days site was up and would be updated.

· Figas explained Golf Outing advertising was about to begin. 

   F.
  Organization:

· Figas asked for volunteers for the Brew Festival.

· Figas explained that Home Brewers may have a booth at the Brew Festival, and that a local Brewania chapter plans to have an informational table.
X. Main Street Managers Report

Figas highlighted the new businesses listed in his June report.
XI. Old Business 
A.  Pucci updated the Directors on ALCOSAN saying that not much had changed but that people should be concerned. Muto asked if the solicitor had been notifying ALCOSAN of existing problems. Porter explained that the area from the 40th street Bridge to past the marina would be affected... Kelly said he spoke to TRRA and thought an awareness meeting may help, Pucci agreed, as did many Board members. Schaffer discussed the County implementation of a riverfront park buffer as a way of averting the issue. Figas said a petition could circulate at the Brew Festival.
B. Figas updated the Directors on the Elm Street Application saying it was being finalized. Figas provided a police crime-reporting tool that would be included in the report.
XII. New Business
Figas presented a request from Allegheny County and the Millvale Library Group for the MBDC to act as a pass through organization for funds designated to aid the Library. Figas said a cooperation agreement between the library and MBDC will be needed and a contract would be signed between the MBDC and County, the contract was passed around. Wolovich from the library attended. Pucci stated she was concerned about the workload involved as well as the perception that Millvale and the MBDC were receiving the funding and therefore possibly not receive future funding. Porter repeatedly stated that this was the first time he had seen the agenda and was not aware of the request; he continued that Figas should not have put the request on the agenda without a meeting to discuss the issue with the County. Porter also stated that Figas was the MainStreet Manager and that he should not have been contacted by the County that instead the County should have been referred to him (Porter). Figas stated that the reason why he had been contacted was that he had worked with the County representative on other projects. Figas went on to explain that the reason the Library needed a pass through was because the County could not give funds to an organization that is not incorporated, Wolovich said the library was working on the incorporation and expected it soon. Mikelas also said the group was going to be incorporated and that the bank was working with the group on funding. Muto asked who was responsible if a problem occurred, Figas said the MBDC would be responsible and Wolovich stated the Cooperation agreement could place liability back to the library group to which Figas concurred. Pucci said the Board turned down Knights of Columbus a few years ago for a similar situation. Pucci also stated that she supports the idea of a library but has to voice her concerns, Porter also said he supports the idea but that no money is available, and Wolovich said that is why they did not want to loose the county funding. Porter said that the communication was bad and that it needs to improve. Pucci said if the MBDC works with the library it would have to be done with restrictions; Muto added that if done it should only be done once. Trapani and Mikelas said they were in favor of supporting the library pass through, Porter said more information was needed and that a meeting should be arranged.
XIII Complaints / Compliments
· Kaefer asked if the sandbags businesses and residents had out could be put away as they did not look attractive and could deter potential business or residents. Pucci said she would address the issue.
· Kaefer said he noticed a problem with a fire hydrant during the recent fires. Porter indicated the new agreement with Pittsburgh water would require them to replace the hydrant, Pucci said the Borough replaced two hydrants last year.

· Kaefer also inquired about the curfew, Pucci said there was one and that it was being enforced but that the police would be watching the curfew closer. Cinski said that citations have been issued.

· Porter said that Pucci should not be working the Farm Stand because there was to much work to be done.
