III. Approval of Minutes

IV. Main Street Managers Report
Figas reviewed the June report and highlighted the June hits, page hits and referrals.
 V. Old Business 

A. Gardens of Millvale – Figas told the Directors the sunflowers were growing and that the gardens were sprouting – Pictures were shown of the gardens and shed. Cinski commented on the site saying much was growing. Figas also mentioned that the water was complete at the site. Kelly talked about the PG agreeing to write an article on the Gardens and their association with the Harvest Moon Wine Festival.  
B.  Community Oven – Figas explained to the Directors that Schmitz and Kelly had purchased the design documents for the oven from oven crafters but that the grant the MBDC and Borough applied for from Port of Pittsburgh was not awarded. Muto asked the cost of the project, Figas stated he felt it could be done by volunteers and professionals with donated bricks for $3-5,000. 
C. Rain Barrels, Figas told the Directors he met with the Nine Mile Run Watershed and discussed rain barrel costs and education. Figas also said he met with a Pitt professor regarding an intern to work on the rain barrel program. Figas reviewed an attached picture showing the barrels.
D. Bike Racks – Figas showed the directors a picture of the bike racks the City of Pittsburgh uses, the cost is $200. Trapani asked if a business owner wanted one who would install it; Pucci said the business would be responsible. Muto noted the cost and suggested a design specific to Millvale, Porter agreed. Figas said he would investigate with Red Star Iron Works.
E. Mill Bill’s – Figas noted the Mill Bill’s project has been put on hold as the numerous summer projects had taken precedent.

F. Bike Sculpture- Figas is working with the sculptor for a price and specific dimensions.
 VI. New Business 
A. GAPP usage requests – Figas reviewed an outline of the element Churches request for use of the GAPP and Butler Street lot. Pucci explained insurance was required last year when the Sunflower lot was rented; Pucci also said the group was charged $25 per day. Pucci went on to say another group was denied usage for the GAPP because they wanted to use it for an athletic activity. Muto suggested writing rules to which Figas agreed. Porter asked the Directors if there was an objection to Element Church using the site, all agreed it was a permissible use.

Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

· Figas briefly reviewed the minutes from the June 15 Focus Group meeting.
B.
Clean, Safe and Green:

· Figas stated that the June PickUp featured flower planting at the GAPP. Figas mentioned the next Pick Up would be held on July 27 and feature cigarette butt pick up with the NHCO.
·  Figas spoke about the possibility of painting trash cans; and said paint may be left over from the shed.
· Figas and Porter spoke about the donation of brick and labor to build the fence at the GAPP, Porter spoke about working with Red Star to design the gate attachments. Schmitz volunteered to do the drawings.
· Figas told the Directors the kiosk would be installed at the riverfront as part of the port of Pittsburgh grant award. Pucci mentioned the roping was being completed. Figas also discussed the trail work being done by the City of Pittsburgh.

Design:

· Figas explained that Façade guidelines were being reviewed.
D. Economic Restructuring:
· Kelly spoke about the Wine Fest sponsorships saying he wanted to give local businesses the first option to sponsorships. Pucci and Figas noted they did not want to over stress businesses. Kelly also discussed planning for the Wine festival.
· Figas mentioned that BrewFest tickets were on sale and moving very well. Figas also mentioned possible sponsorship opportunities.
· Figas told Directors that the May tickets sales totaled $1,675 with more tickets to be counted. Pucci said it was a solid profit and mentioned more tickets would be distributed in August for an October drawing.
