COUNCIL PRESENT:  JIM PORTER, DON GILLESPIE, RORY BENN, ANGELINA YOUNG, 
ED WIRKOWSKI, JACK VARLEY, AL ATKINSON, AND MAYOR VINCENT CINSKI

1. MR. PALMERI OWNER OF PALMERI CONSTRUCTION 310 LINCOLN AVENUE TALKED TO BOROUGH COUNCIL ABOUT TURNING THE SECOND FLOOR OF HIS BUILDING INTO APARTMENTS AND HAVING INSIDE PARKING AVAILABLE FOR HIS TENANTS  AND ASKED IF THE BOROUGH WOULD GRANT HIM A CONDITIONAL USE TO DO THIS AT  310 LINCOLN AVENUE. COUNCIL ASKED A FEW QUESTIONS AND ALSO STATED THAT WHEN CONVERTING SPACE INTO APARTMENTS WE HAVE AN ORDINANCE THAT STATES THAT THEY HAVE TO BE 1,000 SQUARE FEET. HE SAID HE HAD NO OBJECTIONS TO THAT CONDITION. HE ALSO STATED HE WAS LOOKING FOR A PLACE TO MOVE HIS EQUIPMENT TO, COUNCIL GAVE HIM A FEW IDEAS OF SOME PROPERTY IN MILLVALE THAT WAS AVAILABLE. HE WAS TOLD THEY WOULD DISCUSS IT AND THAT IT WAS ON THE AGENDA FOR THE REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING.  THEY THANKED HIM FOR COMING IN AND TALKING TO THEM. 
2. DISCUSSED THE LETTER RECEIVED FROM GIRTY’S RUN ASKING COUNCIL TO APPROVE THEIR RESOLUTION ON THE CHANGES THAT WERE MADE TO THEIR ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION.  WE DID AGREE TO THIS AWHILE AGO THIS IS JUST TO FORMALIZE IT.  THIS WAS PUT ON THE AGENDA FOR THE REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING.   

3. DISCUSSED PUTTING STENCIL TO MARK OUR SEWERS WITH THE HELP OF THE ALLEGHENY WATER SHED, THE MILLVALE LIBRARY AND VOLUNTEERS.  IT ALSO WILL HELP WITH THE NINE MINIMUM CONTROLS. 
NO OBJECTIONS TO THIS

4. INFORMATION WAS PASSED OUT ON THE MAY 2ND HOUSEHOLD WASTE COLLECTION AT NORTH PARK.  THEY ASKED MUNICIPALITIES TO CONTRIBUTE SOMETHING BASED ON THEIR POPULATION.  OUR CONTRIBUTION WOULD BE $100.00. MRS. YOUNG MADE A MOTION TO GIVE THEM THE  $100.00 CHECK SECONDED BY MR. VARLEY. 7/0
5. VIRGINIA MADE A CORRECTION TO THE STATEMENT MADE LAST MONTH IN REGARDS TO THE NSP GRANT.  WE ACTUALLY DID NOT RECEIVE THAT GRANT.  BUT WE DID RECEIVE OUR CDBG GRANT FOR THE TWO DEMOLITIONS WE PUT IN FOR. BUT SHE STILL FELT WE WOULD PROBABLY  GET THE NSP GRANT.  

6. VIRGINIA STATED THAT SHE SIGNED FRANK AND HER UP FOR THE DEP SEMINAR IN WILKES BARRIE .  NO OBJECTIONS
7. DISCUSSED WASHERS AND MORE AND THE PROBLEMS THEY ARE HAVING WITH PUTTING IN THE LAUNDROMAT.  IT SEEMS THEIR ARCHITECT DID NOT MEASURE THE AREA FOR THE HANDICAP ACCESSIBLE BATHROOM CORRECTLY AND OUR CODE COMPANY IS WORKING WITH THEM ON TRYING TO FIND A SOLUTION TO THEIR PROBLEM.
8. THE SIGNS WERE PUT UP FOR CHAPEL FURNITURE BUT NOT THE LOADING ZONE.  TWO SIGNS SAYING NO PARKING BETWEEN SIGNS WAS PUT UP ON BOTH SIDES OF THEIR DRIVEWAY.  THE YELLOW CURB WAS PAINTED OVER AS REQUESTED BY XEROX..

9. LAST MONTH DON ASKED IF WE WERE GOING TO TRY AND DO THE MOTORCYCLE CRUISE .  LAST YEAR WE SPENT $590.00 ON PINS FOR THE EVENT.  BUT IT WAS RAINED OUT.  MR. VARLEY MADE A MOTION TO CONTINUE THE CRUISE  AND MR. WIRKOWSKI SECONDED. PASSED 7/0  MR. ATKINSON STATED THAT HIS WIFE HAS SOME NEW IDEAS FOR THE CAR CRUISE THIS YEAR.  WE WILL DISCUSS IT FURTHER IN THE NEXT COUPLE OF MONTHS.                                                                                  

10. WE HAVE BEEN HAVING PROBLEMS WITH GROSSMAN LANE WE PUT IN TWO CATCH BASINS TO KEEP THE WATER COMING DOWN FROM SHALER WHICH WAS  UNDERMINING THE ROAD BUT THERE IS A POT HOLE AT THE BOTTOM AND AROUND ONE CORNER ISN’T HOLDING UP.  OUR ENGINEER SAID THAT WE REALLY DID MAINTENANCE ON THIS ROAD TO KEEP THE COST DOWN.  WE DID MILL THE ROAD BUT WE ONLY PUT AND INCH AND A HALF OF WEARING ON THIS ROAD.  OUR ENGINEER  STATED HE TALKED TO OUR ROAD FOREMAN AND EL GRANDE ABOUT SEALING THE ROAD AND ALSO NOT LETTING THE HEAVY GARBAGE TRUCKS ON THE ROAD. THE 
ENGINEER STATED THIS WAS NOT A FULL BLOWN PAVING PROJECT BASED ON THE COST AND THE GRANT AMOUNT WE RECEIVED.  MR. WIRKOWSKI
STATED THAT THE ROAD WAS JUST COMPLETED IN JANUARY.  OUR ENGINEER STATED THAT IT WAS COMPLETED LAST YEAR. MR. WIRKOWSKI STATED THAT THE MINUTES WERE INCORRECT AND THAT IT WAS ALL HE HAS TO GO BY.  OUR ENGINEER APOLOGIZED AND STATED THAT IT MAY HAVE BEEN CARRIED OVER FROM A PREVIOUS ENGINEERS REPORT.  MR. ATKINSON STATED THAT HE WOULD GO ON RECORD SAYING THAT THE MINUTES WERE INCORRECT.  THE ENGINEER STATED THAT HE WOULD GO BACK TO THE CONTRACTOR BECAUSE HE DID HAVE A YEAR BOND.  THE ENGINEER STATED THAT WE SHOULD SEAL THIS ROAD WITH THE CRACK SEALER THIS YEAR.

THE BOROUGH MANAGER AND THE MAIN STREET WENT TO A DCNR SEMINAR AND WE WERE THINKING OF PUTTING IN A GRANT FOR THE GAPP THERE WAS DISCUSSION ON THIS DUE TO THE CEMENT WORK PHIL WAS GOING TO GET US PRICES ON THE CONCRETE.  CONCRETE COST WAS TO HIGH AND THAT IT WHY WE NEVER MOVED FORWARD ON THIS PROJECT. HE DID GET AN ESTIMATE FROM A CONTRACTOR OF $50,000 IF WE CONTRACT THIS OUT.  WE DI D CHANGE THE SPEC TO MEET THE NEEDS OF JUST HAVING PEOPLE STANDING ON THIS SLAB OF CEMENT. WE DISCUSSED HAVING OUR CREW DO SOME OF THE WORK AND POSSIBLY GETTING THE CONTRACTOR TO JUST DO THE CEMENT FINISHING.  IT WAS DECIDED TO MOVE FORWARD WITH APPLYING FOR THE GRANT AFTER MORE RESEARCH IS DONE BY ENGINEER AND MANAGER.
