IX. Committee Reports


A.
Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

· Figas explained that by-Laws have been drafted for Millvale MainStreet (MMS) that will be presented at today’s meeting. The Focus group is also working to update objectives and goals for MMS.  

· PDC’s Western PA representative will tour Millvale on Monday March 16.
· Figas updated the MBDC on the ElmStreet project, he said the plan was being finalized and may be submitted in April.  

B.
Promotion:
· MMS is working on image enhancement for Millvale.

· CleanSweep posters are complete and out, Figas thanked the sponsors.
· Tom Walker has agreed again to design the Brew Festival Poster.
· The Egg Hunt posters are out and the event is progressing nicely with about thirty registered thus far. Figas also commented on the Millvale Matters group and their role in this event and others. Pucci also commented on the groups’ helpfulness.

      C.
Design:

· Figas told the Directors the Design Committee is revising the guidelines and application for façade funding.

· Figas told the Board that because the Façade money from DCED was not received in 2008 and applications were filed for said façade money I am proposing the following addendum to the Façade Improvement Guidelines for 2009:

1. 2009 Façade Improvement Grants may be awarded retroactively for work completed during the first two quarters of 2009. This addendum in no way guarantees funding, all businesses requesting funding must meet criteria set forth in the design guidelines and must be approved by the Design Committee of Millvale MainStreet. 
The Directors did not comment on the rule adaptation, the Design Committee will proceed as stated above.

      D.
Organization:

· Figas updated the Directors on the April 25 CleanSweep, Figas said we will once again be working with Allegheny CleanWays and North Hills Community Outreach we will also be working with Millvale Matters and the Shaler Area School District of which several students have dedicated their Senior project as the CleanSweep, the Millvale Library will also participate. Figas said over 60 volunteers have signed up so far and that he expects 100 by the event.

      E.
Economic Restructuring:
· Pucci gave the K-Walters update explaining that the Borough had met with Penn Dot in hope to move the ramp hillside back in-order to create additional space on the K-Walters site. Pucci went on to say that, Dunkin Donuts has interest in the site if space can be gained. Pucci also said that the Borough had extended the agreement to sell the property with ReMax. Pucci then explained that the Nicotra property was with Coldwell Banker. Trapani asked if the properties had attracted any interest, to which Pucci said they had.
· Figas explained that Red Star was still seeking a business loan to be able to receive the approved DCED Grant. Mikelas told the board that RedStar had approached Parkvale about a loan and relayed that a working capital loan was given to RedStar and that they were working on the purchase loan.
· Figas told the Directors that Mr. Small’s Theater/Together Holdings is up to date on the County Drink tax and that improvements to the building were being made. Figas relayed that the Extravaganza would be held July 25-6.
· Figas presented the Membership drive letter, Muto asked Figas to explain the webpage donation. Figas said a webpage could be created by the MBDC for the business.
*The Board instructed Figas to begin distribution.

      F.
Clean, Safe and Green:
· Figas asked for approval on the Sewer stenciling project that will work in conjunction with the Millvale Library group to Stencil Sewers – A grant opportunity exists, which covers costs of materials needed for the stenciling, and the Millvale Library group is willing to organize volunteers for the effort, which we are tentatively scheduling in conjunction with the May PickUp.
*The Director’s were in favor and instructed Figas to proceed based on Council approval.
· Figas said the Litter Sign info was discussed in February and that the Borough was looking at their options. Figas also presented fine information in response to a February discussion.

A. Pucci indicated that the Street Lights were having problems with the bulbs and that they were replaced. Pucci said the problem was a manufacturer defect.
B. Pucci stated that a number of residents, Directors and Council members had been inquiring about the status of the propose Laundromat, some indicating that the Borough was responsible for the delays in the Laundromat opening. Pucci explained the problem was that the architect had not designed the bathroom correctly not providing the proper measurements. Pucci said the Borough and CodeSys are working with the group but that the it was the responsibility of the architect to rectify the problem. Mikelas indicated that she was happy to hear the issue was not the Boroughs fault and she said it was good to hear about the issue so she knew how to respond, Mikelas asked Pucci to bring items like this to the attention of the Director’s in the future and the other Director has concurred.
