A.
Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

The final GAPP Planning Meeting was held on May 12, Figas recapped the meeting: Joy Abbott presented the final set of drawings which were updated from the May 12 meeting. Figas said the design was well received and could be viewed on the web site by the end of the week. Part of the design process was meeting with Red Star Ironworks and discussing the fence and gate, red Star will be pricing the gate and fence and also indicated they would be interested in designing the benches,  kiosk and site amenities. Figas indicated that a separate proposal would be submitted. Lastly, DCNR will view the site on May 28.

Promotion:

Design:

Figas indicated that a number of businesses had inquired about the façade improvement program including Kitman’s, Chatelliers, Attic Warehouse and Double L. Updated guidelines will be available online soon.

      D.
Organization:

Figas said recruitment for the Brew Festival is underway, the event will be held August 9 with two sessions 1-4 and 5-8. Tickets will be $30 ($35 @ the door) or $10 ($15 @ the door) for designated driver tickets. Tickets include food, beer (except DD ticket), taster glass and live entertainment.
The Summer kick off event is scheduled for June 28, the event will feature St. Nicholas Church and local artisans.
Pucci announced that the Golf Outing will be held 10/05 – the venue may change.

      E.
Economic Restructuring:
Figas informed the Board that lottery calendar tickets are sold for May. Pucci will update the board on the funds raised. Next sale will be September. 

Porter updated the board on the Ohio/Grant St property on which K Walters auto body currently sits. The property was put back on the market and is being looked at by two perspective buyers. Porter was informed by the Borough solicitor that the Borough should not sell the property directly but instead deed the property to the MBDC to sell. The MBDC accepted the same roll for the property @ 301 North Avenue that is now apartments and retail.
