III. Approval of Minutes

IV. Main Street Managers Report
Figas reviewed the report and noted that web stats are continuing to trend upward including and specific to time spent online.
 V. Old Business 

A. Gardens of Millvale – Figas told the Directors over 50 people attended the introductory meeting of the Gardens of Millvale. The meeting was highlighted by the attendance of Allegheny County, Grow Pittsburgh, The Western Pennsylvania Conservancy and GTECH.  
B.  Community Oven – Figas explained to the Directors that he had spoken with Ray Werner who has aided in the build-out of several ovens in the Pittsburgh area. Figas relayed that Mr. Werner was available for guidance and that he estimated the cost of the oven to be $2,000, additionally, the MBDC will need to purchase building plans $125 and construct a roof over the oven. The total estimated cost is expected to be $3,000. Pucci and Figas mentioned writing a Port of Pittsburgh Grant for the project. There was also considerable discussion on the site of the oven and the consensus was to put it closer to the pavilion. Figas suggested the next step was to site the project and purchase the design specifications. Hahn suggested contacting a community that had built an oven to defray the cost, Schmitz said their may be copyright issues and Pucci suggested buying the plans. The board agreed and a Motion by Pucci was made to expend $125 of MBDC funds to purchase design specifications for the community oven.

C. Rain Barrels were discussed, Pucci explained the purpose and Figas told Directors he was making contacts attempting to find low cost barrels. Trapani said she would try one but was not sure how they worked, Figas said he will try to set up a demo. Trapani suggested introducing some at the GAPP or Borough building. 
D. Bike Racks were again discussed, Pucci said Council approved installation of racks as long as they did not interfere with accessibility and cars. Figas suggested that the racks be uniform and Schmitz seconded the idea. The Directors agreed and Figas said he would list the specific design online. Pucci indicated the design discussed was the familiar Pittsburgh one pole design. 
E. Mill Bills - Figas said he wanted to make sure this idea was not forgotten, but that the numerous

other projects had put this on the backburner for the time being.            

 VI. New Business 

A. K. Walters update was given by Pucci who said the property was under agreement and hoped that a deal could be finalized  soon. A Certificate of Incumbancy was signed in preparation of the possible sell of the site. 
B. Sculpture – Figas presented a picture of a large James Simon bike sculpture which was suggested as a entrance piece for Millvale, the Directors wanted to look into the possibility further but needed a price to understand what would be entailed in fundraising.

· Figas explained the Focus Group did not meet in April.
B.
Clean, Safe and Green:

· Allegheny Grows program was updated by Figas.
· Figas stated that the PickUp’s were set to begin in May.
· Figas thanked the CleanSweep volunteers and told the Directors 41 volunteers participated on a rainy miserable day. Figas told members the event collected 87 bags of trash, 3 bags of recyclables, 2 tires, and estimated 250# of scrap metal and filled a dumpster.

· Figas explained that Façade guidelines were being reviewed.
D. Economic Restructuring:
· Figas spoke about the Wine Fest announcing the date of September 25, hours 5-9 and fee $30 in advance and $40 at the door. Figas thanked Kelly and Schmitz for their efforts in leading the new festival. Kelly spoke about the addition of Market District as an event sponsor. Trapani expressed concern about the sponsor as Giant Eagle is a competitor and considered a threat to small pharmacies. Figas and Schmitz explained the difference and distinction between Market District and Giant Eagle that Market District was sponsoring for the gourmet food side of the event. Figas also mentioned that Whole foods was contacted. Kelly asked if Lamar would donate a billboard for the event and Pucci said she would ask.  
· BrewFest Advertising, Figas was happy to announce that Sheetz purchased a ($1,500) taster glass sponsorship and Market District was also considering a sponsorship.
· GAPP Update was given by Figas stating that grass was growing, benches were up and lighting was in. Pucci said she was looking for additional furniture and artists willing to help paint the site. Jamie indicated her business may be willing to aid the project.
· May ticket Sales are still being counted.

Pucci said a neighborhood group could be formed to help with the issue and Figas noted that an article would be placed in the newsletter and on the web site.
