V. Committee Reports

A. Clean, Safe and Green

· Figas told the Board the October pick up was canceled due to weather.

· Figas reviewed the tentative 2010 CleanSweep/PickUp schedule:

· Planting flower beds at Grant Ave and Ohio St.

· Galioto suggested adding weeding to the July and September PickUp’s, the Board felt this was a god idea since planting would be a Focus in 2010.
· Figas suggested not canceling PickUp’s in 2010 instead having an alternate indoor activity, such as painting. The Board supported this idea.

· Figas explained what United Nations World Environment Day (UNWED) is:

· The 2010 event will be held in Pittsburgh, it is an opportunity to draw attention to Millvale and all the volunteer work that occurs within our community.

· Established by the UN General Assembly in 1972 to mark the opening of the Stockholm Conference on the Human Environment. Commemorated yearly on 5 June, WED is one of the principal vehicles through which the United Nations stimulates worldwide awareness of the environment and enhances political attention and action. The day's agenda is to:

· Give a human face to environmental issues; 

· Empower people to become active agents of sustainable and equitable development;

· Promote an understanding that communities are pivotal to changing attitudes towards environmental issues; 

· Advocate partnership which will ensure all nations and peoples enjoy a safer and more prosperous future. 

· Figas then explained that scheduling a PickUp on this day may be a great way to draw attention to Millvale and the volunteer work which occurs in the Borough. Kelly mentioned working on the GAPP during the UNWED. The Board supported participating.

B. Design

· Figas explained that Façade funding for 2008 and 2009 is on hold but that the State budget has been approved. Figas said it should take a few weeks for the money to be allocated and instructions for requests to be distributed. 

C. Economic Restructuring

· Figas explained that the K-Walters site reconfiguration was approved by PA DOT and currently funding was being sought. Kelly asked if the project would be started soon, Figas explained that the Borough may not complete the project, that the project was based on who purchased the land. Figas said the Borough could use the approval as a bargaining chip.

· Figas explained the MBDC membership drive had raised $2,725 (31 members) – in 2007 total membership results were $2,175. A second attempt will be made in late October.

· Figas said the FarmStand continues to make money.

· Figas relayed that the Golf Outing raised $5,179.

· Figas said Millvale Day’s was a success and that the bills were not finalized.
· Figas told the Board that the September Lottery Ticket Sales were $1,445

D. Promotion

· Figas relayed fall and winter events, Harvest Party, Holiday Windows, Christmas Musical, MBDC/Focus Mixer, Santa Celebration, and Senior Holiday Lunch. Figas then explained the Christmas Musical would be held on Saturdays from October to early December, the culmination would be a concert at Mr. Smalls. Pastor Jones indicated that the Element Church was working diligently to finalize a curriculum and that he was looking forward to the program.
E. Sustainable Organization

· Figas asked for volunteers for the Harvest Party and the Mixer. Kelly, Jones, Rudar and Schmitz said they could help with the Mixer.
VII. Old Business:
· Figas spoke about the ALCOSAN project and explained that County Council has indicated they would not allow ALCOSAN to take over the riverfront park. Kelly urged everyone to continue contacting Alcosan and raising awareness of the potential loss of the park. Figas said told the Board a meeting was held between ALCOSAN and the Borough and that talks would continue.
· Figas was happy to report that the GAPP project was awarded a $23,000 grant by the Allegheny County Community Economic Development Department. Figas said the grant contract was signed and bids were already distributed and received. Figas relayed that the bids were within the award amount and that work could begin before November.
