Figas reviewed his September report discussing volunteer and web numbers.
 V. Old Business 

A. Community Oven – Figas told directors that bricks are available on Craig’s List. He said that the types of bricks varied but that there were numerous ones. Porter mentioned the bricks could also be used for the wall at the GAPP. Pucci asked Schmitz how many bricks would be needed to complete the wall; Schmitz said he would get the amount.
B. Rain Barrels, Figas told the Directors that several barrels would be purchased as part of the Allegheny Grows program. 
D. Mill Bill’s – Figas noted the Mill Bill’s project has been put on hold as the numerous summer projects had taken precedent.
VI. New Business 
A. Property Update – Pucci announced that an agreement was signed with a company for the properties on Lincoln/Evergreen; Pucci continued that an agreement was also signed by Rhea Nicotra in regard to her building. Pucci told the Directors she was not sure what the site was going to be o5ther than it was going to be a retail establishment with 18-20,000 sq. ft. under roof. Porter said he expects to sign a confidentiality agreement with the company soon, Nicotra said she would like the process to move quicker, Porter then said he remained optimistic that the process would move along.
B. Gardens of Millvale – Figas presented the Garden Agreement to the Directors, Figas explained the agreement was for the Gardeners. Figas continued that the agreement was presented as the GOM was under the MBDC.

D. River Towns Organization Formation – Figas and Pucci explained the possibility of joining the newly forming River Towns organization. Pucci mentioned that this could present future funding opportunities.

F. DEP Advantage Grant – Figas presented the DEP Advantage grant and explained it was available to small businesses.

G. ARTEZ – Green job article – Figas reviewed the attached article related to the ARTEZ green job cluster analysis.

H. Community Improvements – Figas mentioned that with much fundraising completed the Directors should consider purchasing amenities for the community. Porter cautioned Figas that he was spending his salary; Figas said nonetheless the MBDC should look at some improvements.
