IX. Committee Reports

A.
Main / Elm Street Focus Group:

· The next Focus meeting will take place September 15; discussion will include fall and winter events.

B.   Clean, Safe and Green:
· Figas announced the August PickUp had been canceled due to inclement weather.
C.   Design:

· Figas told the Directors the Design Committee was revising standards and application.

· Figas said a new Façade Fund application was on hold because of the Commonwealth Budget crisis.
D.   Economic Restructuring:
· Pucci gave the K-Walters update explaining that Penn Dot approved the Borough plan to expand the site. Pucci said a grant would be submitted for the project, Pucci also said Dunkin Donuts was still interested.
· Pucci updated the Directors on the Evergreen / Ohio property saying the negotiations were ongoing, but that the investment group was also concentrating on another property closer to the new Casino.
· Figas said the Membership drive has taken in $3,175 from 26 businesses surpassing the 2006 drive...Figas also mentioned the membership drive will be sent out again in October. Trapani suggested including a testimonial from a business owner.
· Figas released the Brew Festival results:

· $14,360 total income

· Figas told the Directors the Millvale Days site was up and would be updated with the new schedule.
· Pucci told the Directors that the Motorcycle rally was canceled due to lack of sign-up. Pucci also stated that she was considering Pastor George Mendis for the Parade Grand Marshall.
· Figas explained the Golf Outing sponsorships have doubled from last year and asked to pass the word about needing golfers.
· Figas indicated the Harvest Party would be held October 24.

· Pucci told the Board she would update the Directors on ticket sales in October.

XI. Old Business 
A.  Porter updated the Directors on ALCOSAN saying he attended a meeting during which ALCOSAN presented nine possible sites in Millvale. Porter said the meeting was difficult to follow and that the presenters did not seem very organized. No decisions have been made and a meeting with Borough officials will be coming soon.
XII. New Business
A. Figas explained that the element church indicated it would like to partner with the Borough and other Churches in Millvale to host a Christmas pageant, the pageant would have rehearsals beginning in October culminating with a performance at Mr. Small’s during the Holiday season. The group also indicated it would participate in the senior lunch and Santa Celebration.

B. Figas announced the new Laundromat was now opened and that a Grand Opening would be held during Community Day’s.
C. Figas explained that the FarmStand was once again doing well, Figas asked the directors to approve funding for t-shirts for the volunteers.

D. Pucci asked the Directors to weigh in on a Millvale Day’s issue. Pucci explained that a resident contacted her about operating a game during Millvale Day’s the resident happened to be the daughter of a Millvale Day’s organizer form years back.  Pucci indicated that she said no because the game would take profits from the Borough, the resident offered a percentage of their profits to be allowed to run the game.

E. Pucci indicated she had been receiving complaints about businesses putting merchandise on the sidewalk. Figas said an ordinance could address the issue but that businesses should be allowed to use the sidewalk as long as it was passable for all. Trapani and Cinski agreed. The consensus of the Directors was to not change the Boroughs stance as this was seen as something that could help promote businesses.

F. Figas told the Directors the website traffic was up considerably to the point that the current website bandwidth had been exceeded and would need to be expanded. The cost would be $100 a month split with the Borough.
